When it was all said and done, Jesus was found alone. What is the theological

significance of this statement? Pastor Micah said, “True experience leads to obedience”.

Why is this statement true and how does it help you process different spiritual
experiences you have had? How are you listening to Jesus more or better since your
last mountain top experience with Him?

3. APPLY THE TRUTH
